


























If you receive our E-Gram, you know that Pray! Magazine has defunded my work with the two new networks they took over in September 2003.


Severe budget cuts at NavPress, Pray!’s parent company, prompted this action. As of May, our $2500 monthly funding was cut to $1000 and completely eliminated as of June 1, 2004.


Jon Grraf, the editor of the magazine who was laid off in this process, and I intend to keep the networks alive – Their mission is critical to the work of local congregations. Jon will begin a new role with his denomination as their Prayer Director while seeking funding for the networks (basically, at this point, my salary).


PrayingPastor.com focuses on strengthening and shielding (praying for) the prayer life of pastors.


PrayerLeader.com has received positive feedback on how it provides practical help for those who lead or mobilize prayer in their church. This service has a membership fee. 


To cover my salary, we’d need approximately 5 new memberships daily. More than we’ve had to this point but not unreachable …. Thru prayer!














… About some of the congregations I’ve been to recently, asking the Lord to bring fruit from the “prayer seeds” He allowed me to plant -


Wolverton, Minnesota was a complete Prayer Weekend, which included speaking at a Prayer Retreat (the snow covered camp was surrounded by deer; my son-in-law JJ would have been ecstatic!)

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Often we are asked this question, an indication that Phil’s many different roles can be confusing even to those who support us in prayer and with dollars!


Teaching – Phil teaches on a wide variety of topics related to prayer at conferences and in congregations.


Preaching – Sermons on prayer are meant to enlighten church members to the benefits of praying with others; one-on-one or in small groups Each church is different and presents a unique challenge.





Facilitating -  This role may be the most difficult for people to grasp. Phil is often called upon to guide a group through a time of prayer, a meeting devoted to planning or discussion on a strategic topic. Sometimes this is done over the phone as he facilitates a conference call of up to 100 people.


Convening – Phil invites leaders to meet together to pray, of course, and to find ways the Church can work together to show and tell the Gospel of Christ.


Communicating – Email and internet are used extensively to network and resource Christian leaders.
